Zone 8 Region 4 Rules

All of the following rules are in addition to the IHSA 2008-2009 rule book.  No rule may overrule that of the IHSA rulebook, but are meant as additional governance of our Region in particular.

I. Horse Show Rules

a. Judge’s Qualifications 

i.  Hunter Seat judges, if not "R" carded by USEF in Hunter Jumpers
and/or Equitation, must have some experience with A-circuit, USEF hunter jumpers as either a judge, exhibitor, trainer, or other
qualified area as deemed by the Regional President.

ii. Western judges, if not carded by the AQHA, must have some experience with AQHA, APHA, ApHC, or USEF(carded as Western) as either a judge, exhibitor, trainer, or other qualified area as deemed by the Regional President.
iii. All judges must have some judging experience in some type of horse event. Judges must be approved by Region President prior to the show or distribution of show materials.
b. Show Information and Entries

i. Show information must be presented to all teams a minimum of 2 weeks prior to the show date.

ii. Teams will have a minimum of 1 week to complete all show entries after receiving the show information.
c. Fees

i. After each show, the hosting team will pay the Region $1 for every rider who showed in their show.  Scratched riders are exempt and will just have to pay the $4 national fee.

II. Region Number Usage

a. Every rider in the region will be required to use their assigned number in all Regional IHSA shows.

b. Riders must use the original number card in all competitions.  

i. Riders will be allowed to use a “hand written” number one time each show season in case the original number was forgotten.  After this time, the rider must purchase a replacement number from the Regional President for $5. Each additional replacement for that academic year will be an additional $5 in price.  (ex. 3rd number = $10.00)
